Sample Teacher’s Guide
Essay/Media Contest

“Bullying”

The Essay/Media Contest is open to all students enrolled in public, private (including home), or parochial schools in __________________________. The contest may be designed to accept individual student work, or the entries from entire classrooms.

Submissions may be essays, poetry, other written work, songs (written or recorded), Video, Power Point presentations or other artwork in three categories: K through 4th grades, 5th through 8th grades, and high school. Entries must be students’ original work and thoughts. The deadline is Friday, October 29, 2010 at 5:00 p.m. 

Judging will take place beginning November 1, 2010, and winners will be notified by November 12, 2010. Media releases will be sent in mid-August announcing the contest, and again in November announcing the winners.
The purpose of the contest is to allow teachers to open conversation in classrooms about bullying. The six-week duration of the contest is designed to help students define one of three roles of bullying—What is a Bully?; What is a Bully’s Target? (the title of “target” preferable to the more commonly-used “victim”); and What is a Bystander or Witness?
